He talked about how the YES scholarship
has enabled him to spend this year studying
in the US, and he shared some of his fears
about coming here. He had heard that
American teens were not friendly, and he's
been thrilled to learn that those words were
not true.

Eric shared many stories about life in
Ghana, the challenges for people with dis-
abilities and poor people, etc. He told the
story of a soccer match against India where
the only Ghanaian to score a goal died on the
bus after the game. Since this time, many
Ghanaians have had a fear and prejudice
against people from India suspecting that
some sort of magic had been used to kill this
young soccer player. Eric was pleased to
meet and befriend three Indian students in his
cluster and to learn how kind and friendly
they are. He plans to educate his friends
back in Ghana about these misperceptions.

Eric asked the young members of the
audience not to fear each other because of the
color of their skin, their beliefs or disabili-
ties. In summary, “Pittsfield is no place for
hate and the world is no place for hate.”
